 

The past weekend was busy for both the “A” and “B” skiers for the Holiday Valley Freestyle Team. All travelled to Seven Springs Pennsylvania for mogul competitions on Saturday and Sunday. The team had one of its strongest overall showings in years. All of the “A” skiers had top 10 results. They were led by Liam O’Roarke who place 2nd both Saturday and Sunday. Adam Zuckerman had a 3rd place finish on Saturday, but unfortunately crashed during training on Sunday and was unable to compete. Anthony Berberich placed in the top 10 both days with a personal best 9th place finish Saturday and then improving on that Sunday by finishing 5th. Bryce Putman also had a strong weekend of skiing and finished in 9th place on Sunday. On Saturday, Macy Putman was the overall female winner in the “B” event and moved up to ski the “A” event on Sunday. She had slid run and ended up 3rd in her first ever “A” competition.
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The previous week Anthony and Bryce travelled to Lake Placid for a mogul event on Saturday and a dual mogul event Sunday. Both skied well in the single event with Antony finishing 17th and Bryce 24th. The dual event was a tough day for both. Each had a crash and was eliminated in the first round.
 

Not to be outdone, the Holiday Valley “B” team had a very strong showing both days. Twenty-three team members competed at Seven Springs. The overall results on Saturday were highlighted by a sweep of the podium for the girls and a first and third for the boys.  The girls were led by Macy Putman who won the event followed by Ashley Kocian in 2nd and Emily Pawlik in 3rd. For the boys, Matt DiDonato was the overall winner both days. Finishing 3rd on Saturday was Chris Hartnagel. Also in the top 10 overall was Ashlee Schuman (5th), and for the boys, Nick DiDonato, Mike McCrone (8th) and Sam Capizzi (9th).
 

Sunday was also a strong showing for Holiday Valley. Ashley Kocian had her first ever overall victory followed very closely by Ashlee Schuman who finished in 2nd. Also in the top 10 for the girls was Morghan Socha who placed 7th. For the boys, Matt DiDonato was the overall winner followed by his brother Nick who placed 3rd, Mike McCrone 4th, Connor O’Leary 7th, and Quinn Rifkin 9th.
 

The team earned several medals for each age group. On Saturday, Emily Pawlik was 1st (F2); Macy Putman 1st and Ashley Kocian 2nd (F3); Ashlee Schuman 1st (F4); Lauryn Socha 2nd (F6). The boys swept the M3 division with Matt DiDonato 1st, Chris Hartnagel 2nd, and Nick DiDonato 3rd. Rounding out the medals on Saturday were Sam Capizzi 3rd (M4); Bryce Butler 2nd and Mikey McGuire 3rd (M5); and Rick Oberholzer 2nd (M6).
 

On Sunday, Emily Pawlik was 1st (F2); Ashley Kocian 1st (F3); Ashlee Schuman 1st (F4); Morghan Socha 3rd (F5); and Lauryn Socha 2nd (F2). The boys again swept the M3 division with Matt DiDonato 1st, Nick DiDonato 2nd and Mike McCrone 3rd.  Also earning medals were Quinn Rifkin 3rd (M4); Bryce Butler 2nd and Mikey McGuire 3rd (M5); and Rick Oberholzer 2nd (M6).
 

This upcoming weekend Holiday Valley will be hosting a “B” event with moguls being held on Yodelor on Saturday and two slopestyle events taking place on Foxfire on Sunday. The following weekend will have the “A’s” travelling to Stratton Vermont for single and dual mogul events and the “B’s” competing in a mogul event at Holimont on Saturday and two aerial events at Buffalo Ski Club on Sunday.
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
